2. The Spirit brings conviction of sin. (John 

16:8-9)

to become judgemental and pray 

about what you talk about. 

3. The Spirit brings supernatural power. (Acts 

1:8) 

a. Consider the change that came 

over the disciples in Act 2

hearts and the resulting wrong thinking.
